15-DAY NOTICE OF MODIFICATIONS TO TEXT OF PROPOSED
REGULATIONS REGARDING LICENSING EXEMPTION FOR LEAS OPERATING CALIFORNIA STATE PRESCHOOL PROGRAMS

Pursuant to the requirements of Government Code section 11346.8(c), and California Code of Regulations, title 1, section 44, the State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) is providing notice of changes made to the above-referenced proposed regulation text which was the subject of a regulatory hearing on November 18, 2019.
CHANGES TO THE TEXT
General changes were made to the regulations to include grammatical edits, and renumbering and/or re-lettering to reflect deletions or additions. 

After the 45-day comment period, the following changes were made to the proposed text of the regulations and sent out for a 15-day comment period:

SECTION 18140
Section 18140(b) is amended to include “classrooms” and “for any or all classrooms”. This language was added, based on public comment, to clarify that California State Preschool Programs (CSPP) may apply on an individual classroom basis for license exemption. This section was also amended, based on public comment, to include “pursuant to” and “of chapter 19, division 1”. This change clarifies that subchapter 12 is within chapter 19, of division 1 in the California Code of Regulations, Title 5 (5 CCR). These changes are necessary for clarity of these regulations. 

Section 18140(c) is amended to include “in the exempted classrooms”. This change was made, based on public comment, to clarify that local education agencies (LEA) operating CSPP may only serve four-year-old children in the license exempt classrooms. This section is further amended, based on public comment, to remove “LEAs enrolling” and “in a CSPP classroom” and replace it with “CSPP classrooms with”. This change clarifies that CSPP classrooms, when serving three-year-old children, must meet California Code of Regulations, Title 22 requirements. These changes are necessary for clarity and consistency of these regulations.

Section 18140(d) is amended to remove reference to section “18301” and replace it with section “18308”.  This change was made to correct a typographical error. This change is necessary for clarity and consistency of these regulations.

SECTION 18150
Section 18150(a) is amended to include the language “new or existing” and “the”. This change was made, based on public comment, to clarify that the kindergarten requirements cited in 5 CCR applies to both new and existing permanent structures. This change was necessary for clarity and consistency of these regulations. This section was further amended based on public comment to replace “set forth in 5 CCR section 14030(h)(2)” with “for kindergarten classrooms in accordance with chapter 13 (commencing with section 14000) of division 1 of 5 CCR”. This change is necessary for a consistent citation of kindergarten requirements throughout these regulations.
SECTION 18155
Section 18155(a)(2) is amended to remove “CSPP” and replace it with “preschool” and include “age”. This change was made, based on public comment, to be inclusive of all preschool and kindergarten age children, and to remove the restriction of use of outdoor space to specific types of preschool funding. This change is necessary for clarity and consistency of these regulations.

SECTION 18160
Section 18160(a)(1) is amended to remove “CSPP” and replace it with “preschool”, and include “age”. This change was made, based on public comment, to be inclusive of all preschool and kindergarten age children, and to remove the restriction of use of restroom facilities to specific types of preschool funding. This change is necessary for clarity and consistency of these regulations.
