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SECOND 15-DAY NOTICE OF MODIFICATIONS TO TEXT OF PROPOSED REGULATIONS REGARDING REGIONAL PARENT ADVISORY COUNCILS

Pursuant to the requirements of Government Code section 11346.8(c), and California Code of Regulations, title 1, section 44, the State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) is providing notice of changes made to the above-referenced proposed regulation text which was the subject of a regulatory hearing on January 14, 2019. These proposed regulations were subsequently amended and the modifications were made available to the public for at least 15 days, from July 22, 2019, through August 6, 2019, inclusive.

Changes to the text:

General changes were made to the regulations to include grammatical edits, and renumbering and/or re-lettering to reflect deletions or additions. 

After the 15-day comment period, the following changes were made to the proposed text of the regulations and sent out for a second 15-day comment period:

[bookmark: _Hlk18676070][bookmark: _GoBack]Section 12011(a) is amended to allow up to 15 eligible parent members who may serve on the Regional Parent Advisory Councils. The increase from 10 to 15 parent members is in response to public comments. Additionally, this section is amended to permit RPACs to have up to 15 parent members to allow for less than 15 members because some regions may not have sufficient subaward districts with which to staff the council and one requested additional member. This section is also amended to delete the provision for the optional community members because this information is now presented in proposed section 12011(b). To eliminate repetition, the requirement that two-thirds of the RPAC shall be eligible parent members is deleted from this section because this provision is provided in renumbered section 12011(c).

Proposed Section 12011(b) is added to move the provision regarding optional community members from section 12011 (a) to this new subsection. This change was made to provide consistency with the State Parent Advisory Council regulations. Additionally, the change clarifies that community members are optional but regions may elect up to three community members so long as the council composition remains two-thirds parent members. This latter provision will apply primarily to RACs that are 8 or less members.
