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SECOND 15-DAY NOTICE OF MODIFICATIONS TO TEXT OF PROPOSED 
REGULATIONS REGARDING UNIFORM COMPLAINT PROCEDURES

Pursuant to the requirements of Government Code section 11346.8(c), and California Code of Regulations, title 1, section 44, the State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) is providing notice of changes made to the above-referenced proposed regulation text which was the subject of a regulatory hearing on May 13, 2019.

After the 15-day comment period (October 22-November 6, 2019), the following changes were made to the proposed text of the regulations:

General changes were made to the regulations to include grammatical edits and relettering to reflect deletions.

[bookmark: _Hlk31782495]Throughout the proposed regulations, references to Government Code section 11138 are deleted due to its repeal by Statutes 2016, chapter 870 (Senate Bill no. 1442), section 7, effective January 1, 2017.

[bookmark: _Hlk31782600]Section 4622(a) is amended to delete the sentence, “The notice shall explain the LEA’s complaint process in a user-friendly manner” due to concern that it may exceed the authorizing statute.

Sections 4630(a) and 4630(b) are deleted due to concern that they may exceed the authorizing statute.

Section 4631(a) is amended to clarify that the time period that is subject to possible extension is the same 60-day time period referenced in section 4631(e).

[bookmark: _Hlk31634997]Relettered Section 4665(c), former Section 4665(b), is amended to correct an oversight. The word “Investigation” should have been underscored to indicate it was added to the proposed regulations. 

Sections 15584(a), 15584(b) and 15584(c) are amended to clarify that the CDE shall intervene directly “when notified of” the types of complaints described in these three sections.
