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Update to Initial Statement of Reasons

Upon review, the California Department of Education (CDE) determined further explanation regarding the necessity for the adoption of proposed sections 4635(b) and 4665(b).

The CDE reconsideration process permits a re-examination of whether the factual findings and/or legal conclusions reached in the decision/report to be reconsidered were correct. In the case of a reconsideration of a CDE appeal decision under section 4635(b), there will have already been a local direct investigation process and a CDE appeal process. In the case of a reconsideration of a CDE investigation report under section 4665(b), there will have already been a CDE direct investigation process. To maintain the integrity of these underlying processes, typically the reconsideration process should focus only on a review of the information that was in the record of the proceeding below. If parties could submit new information on reconsideration without limitation, this would create essentially a new proceeding rather than a reconsideration. Having said that, the CDE recognizes that there may be some situations in which it may be appropriate to consider new information on reconsideration.  These sections set standards for determining the admissibility of new information on reconsideration.
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
