CPP Eligibility Part 1

· at least sixteen years of age and currently enrolled in high school;
· in their second semester of tenth grade; or
· enrolled in grade ten for one year or longer.
CPP Eligibility Part 2
· CA Public High School
· Private or Homeschooled
· Work Permit issued by the Department of Industrial Relations
For more detailed information please read the eligibility criteria posted on the CDE CPP web page.
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· Testing available 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, 365 days a year
· Test at home through online proctoring 
· Test at a testing center on the computer 
· Paper and pencil testing available at some testing centers
· Scores available within 48 hours after testing on the student’s HiSET Profile
Minimum Passing Scores 
· CPP cut score higher than HSE
· Score at least 15/20 on each subtest:
· Language Arts:
· Reading
· Writing
· Mathematics
· Score at least 4/6 on the Writing subtest
· Achieve a total scaled score of at least 45/60 on all three subtests
Opportunities After Passing the CPP 
· Exit high school with parental approval
· Enroll in higher education
· Embark on a career
· Stay in high school
