Current year data levels are displayed in the left column, while the levels for the difference

between current year and prior year data are displayed in the top row in the five-by-five table. The
Performance Level, or color, is determined by the point at which these two levels intersect. Colors
range from red, which represents the lowest Performance Level, to blue, which represents the
highest Performance Level. Performance calculations are done for each state measure and intersect
on a five-by-five table. The table layout and color placement vary for each measure.

In the example five-by-five table above, the school’s current year data falls into the “High” level.

It maintained this level, which means that there was no increase or decline in results from the
prior year. “High” and “Maintained” intersect, or meet, for an overall Performance Level of green.
Current year data, difference between current year and prior year data, and Performance Levels
are displayed on the Dashboard for all districts, schools, and student groups (that is racial/ethnic
groups, socioeconomically disadvantaged, English learners, long-term English learners, homeless,
foster youth, and students with disabilities).
