Analysis, Measurement, and Accountability Reporting Division Update
2020 Dashboard
Accountability Waiver Approved
On March 27, 2020, the U.S. Department of Education (ED) approved California’s request to waive accountability reporting requirements for the 2019–2020 school year. 
A copy of the waiver and approval letter from ED is available on the Every Student Succeeds Act web page at https://www.cde.ca.gov/re/es/.
Identification of Schools for Support
ED’s approved waiver also removes Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) requirement to identify new schools eligible for: 
· Comprehensive Support and Improvement (CSI) and 
· Additional Targeted Support and Improvement (ATSI)
Schools currently eligible for CSI and ATSI will remain in place for 2020–2021.
Identification of Local Educational Agencies for Support
Although CDE received a federal waiver, state law requiring the annual production of the Dashboard and the identification of local education agencies for differentiated assistance remains in effect pursuant to Education Code Sections 52064.5 (f) and 52064.5 (e)(2).
Submitting Data in CALPADS for 2019–2020
2019–2020 Data Submissions
LEAs will continue to submit their data through the end of the school year: 
· Keep CALPADS updated with enrollments and exits
· When End-of-Year (EOY) submission window opens, LEAs are expected to submit available data
Tune into CALPADS FLASHES for the most up-to-date information https://www.cde.ca.gov/ds/sp/cl/communications.asp#flashes 
Reporting of Graduation Data
ED requires all states to report graduation results
LEAs must submit EOY data for 2019–2020 and exit all students at the end of the school year with student exit codes and school completion statuses that accurately reflect the end of year statuses. LEAs should not use proxy student exit codes or completion statutes to close out enrollments.
Looking Ahead to the 2021 Dashboard
Sample of Future Status and Change Calculations
· Status: Based on 2021 data
· Change: Based on 2019 data
2021 Status minus 2019 Status = Change
CCI and Assessment Data: Impact for 2021 Dashboard
One measure used in the CCI is the grade eleven Smarter Balanced Summative Assessments in English language arts/literacy (ELA) and mathematics. 
It is used: 
· as a stand-alone CCI measure, and 
· in combination with other CCI measures 
Because testing was waived for 2019–2020, the Class of 2021 will not have any ELA and math results to use for the CCI. The CDE is exploring options for calculating the CCI for the 2021 Dashboard.

Improvement and Accountability Division Update
Changes for the 2020–2021 LCAP
Given the uncertainties caused by the COVID-19 pandemic and the impact California’s response has had on a local educational agency's (LEA’s) ability to meaningfully engage with stakeholders and in the thoughtful planning required to develop a three-year plan, an Executive Order is anticipated to be published.
Overview of Anticipated Executive Order Action
Extend the deadline for the 2020–2021 Local Control and Accountability Plan (LCAP)
Align the submission and approval deadlines of the 2020–2021 Budget Overview for Parents with the new submission deadline for the LCAP.
Delay implementation of the three-year LCAP template adopted by the State Board of Education (SBE) at its January 2020 meeting until the 2021–2022 through 2023–2024 school years.
Separate LCAP adoption from Budget adoption and approval process for 2020–2021 budget. 
Establish a reporting requirement to provide an overview of changes to program offerings LEAs are making in response to the COVID-19 outbreak and the major impacts on students.
Updates:
The template, metrics, and stakeholder process to be used for the 2020–2021 LCAP is still to be determined and will need to be detailed in future legislation. 
Frequently Asked Questions are scheduled to be released following the Executive Order.
