The optional California Spanish Assessment (CSA) became operational in 2018–19 as the state’s new primary Spanish language assessment. The CSA replaced the Standards-based Tests in Spanish, which was aligned with the 1999 English Language Arts Standards. The new CSA is aligned with the 2012 California Common Core State Standards en Español. The CSA assesses students’ Spanish reading/language arts skills in listening, reading, and writing mechanics and is administered to eligible students in grades three through eight and high school. 
 
Last school year, your child participated in the CSA. In a normal year of administration, you would have received a Student Score Report, which would have indicated a score reporting range demonstrating what your child could do in reading, listening, and writing mechanics. Because of the novel coronavirus disease 2019 and the resulting suspension of summative assessment testing in spring 2020, the California Department of Education is able to provide only the percent correct that your child achieved on the CSA for the 2019–2020 school year. A test is one of many sources of information about your child’s knowledge and, given the limited nature of the results, it provides only a snapshot of what your child knows with respect to the Common Core State Standards en Español.
