Choice Unum engaged in factory work, Photo is not attributed
to any time or location but it is unlikely to be a
photo of women engaged in factory work during
the “Early Republic,” as the topic of Chapter 8
suggests.
5 First E Pluribus | EC 8 | SE p. 296: photograph bottom right of children
Choice Unum engaged in factory work, Photo is not attributed
to any time or location but it is unlikely to be a
photo of children engaged in factory work during
the early 1800’s period covered in Chapter 11.
6 First E Pluribus | EC 8 | SE p. 323: mislabeled standards, the first
Choice Unum standard listed under 8.9 is identified as 8.9.4, it
should be labeled as 8.9.1. The second standard
listed under 8.9 is identified as 9. The standard
listed is actually 6. (8.9.6).
7 First E Pluribus | EC 8 | SE p. 439: Unlabeled map on page.
Choice Unum
8 First E Pluribus | EC 8 | SE p. 443: Picture of “King Rockefeller” overlaps
Choice Unum and obscures text.
9 First E Pluribus | EC 8 | SE p. 467: add a period at the end of the
Choice Unum sentence under the heading The Triangle

Shirtwaist Factory Fire. Last sentence, “New
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York passed new factory laws and women
garment workers formed unions (.)”
10 First E Pluribus | EC 8 | SE p. 525: image of Grange hall, the caption
Choice Unum reads: “A Grange hall and a painting depicting a
Grange meeting.” There is no painting depicting
a Grange meeting and the Grange hall image is
a photo, not a painting.
11 First E Pluribus | EC 8 | Grade 8, SE p. 525: Picture of Oliver Hudson
Choice Unum Kelley overlaps and obscures a word of the text.
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
